Educational Services provided the WRIiTE BRAIN curricula to 2500+ K-8 students during a 10-week
program in 2016 in Santa Ana, CA. Rubrics were designed to measure students’ writing skills development
with a 1to 4 assessment tool, with 4 surpassing grade level expectations.
